I. Introductions, and William duPont agreed to be secretary

II. Ross McCluney moved and Brian Crooks seconded the approval of the previous Handbook Subcommittee Meeting minutes from Anaheim, California last January.  Approved without dissent.

III. Bill Fleming, the ASHRAE Handbook Committee Liaison, stated that TC 4.5 still has time to submit revisions to the Fenestration Chapter (Chapter 30) before publication of the 2005 Handbook.  If TC 4.5 approves the revisions at the upcoming Committee Meeting, then all revisions submitted by the end of July can make the publication deadline.  The final draft of the Chapter must be submitted to ASHRAE Headquarters before August 15th.  
IV. Although the entire chapter was reviewed, the group focused on previously submitted revisions and requests for modifications.  The following items were identified as areas to modify before July 15th.  The individuals responsible for performing the modifications are identified in brackets after each task:

1) Update Table 15 on Dome Skylights (David Tait, Willie duPont & Bipin Shah)

2) Update Table 16 on Glass Block (David Tait, Willie duPont & Bipin Shah)

3) Update ‘A,B,C,’ Coefficients in Table 7.(Willie duPont & Mike Collins)

4) Update Examples 5-7 and 8-12.(Willie duPont & Mike Collins) 

5) Correct Equations 51 and 61 (Ross McCluney & Aziz Laouadi)

6) Update title below Fig. 21 to read “… transparent glazing system.” (Aziz Laouadi)

7) Bullet #2 above Table 26 - edit “SHGCtend” to read as “SHGC tend.” (Aziz Laouadi)

8) Example 10 change “Rf1,2 (63.2°, NIR) = 0.446” to read as “Rf1,2 (63.2°, NIR) = 0.646” 

9) Update literature for airflow, air leakage, durability, and condensation resistance. (Hakim Elmahdy)

10) Insert footnote to Table 4 & 11 clarifying that the value is only for guidance (Bipin Shah).
Ross McCluney moved and Willie duPont seconded to approve the above revisions.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.
V. All revisions must be completed and sent to the subcommittee chair by July 15 to be included in the final draft.  The chair will post or distribute the final draft to the membership of TC 4.5 and the Handbook Subcommittee before or on upon submittal to ASHRAE Headquarters.  The chair requested that anyone interested in receiving this draft sign up to the automated TC 4.5 Handbook Subcommittee web distribution list [fenhof].
VI. Mr. Aziz, will provide data for visible optical properties of dome and other products.  He will try and complete Table 15 by the end of July, and requested that his work, after being reviewed, be included in the CD version of the handbook.
VII. Bipin Shah stressed the importance of updating Tables 4, 6, and 11, which list the U-factors and SHGC of generic windows, doors and skylights.  Chris Mathis reiterated this concern, and suggested that the new RTAR to develop new values for these tables be given high priority.
